MISSIONS MOMENT

For the last couple of weeks we've been noticing the rise in the price of 
food at the grocery stores and we've been hearing that at the 
beginning of April one of the major chains is talking about a further 5% 
increase and we'd have to agree that food prices are a concern.

As you know, we have Paul and Kelly Carline and family serving in 
Nairobi and the North Eastern Province of Kenya and we receive 
frequent updates from them."  The following information comes from 
their most recent emails." (People from Canada and serving in a foreign 
country are"referred to as Global Field Sta!."  People"native to Kenya 
and supported by the Mission Board are referred to as National Field 
Sta!." Yattani and Salome Gollo are National Field Sta!.)

March 25

Two weeks ago we went on safari to deliver food and water with our 
partners in North Eastern Province." We also went to the home areas of 
National Field Sta! Yattani"and"Salome Gollo as the situation there is as 
bad as it gets (well, not quite, thankfully - worst in Kenya, though). We 
started in Garissa and Dadaab and distributed food - not enough to 
cover every person and every meal but enough to help the most needy, 
enough to help our local partners not be so helpless, enough to stand 
in solidarity, enough to show that love doesn't have to be scarce when 
other things are are.

But we didn't stop there."  During the drought of 2008 I saw Yattani 
sweating and carrying bags of rice for a school feeding program while 
his father's cattle were dying and his own brother and sisters were 
going without. "  Kelly will never forget being at the Middle East 
Conference in Beirut and seeing Salome sob as unwanted cafeteria 
food got scraped into the garbage - food her family would have 
welcomed." 

Salome's family live in Marsabit - high green country that's brown right 
now."  Crops have failed and water is scarce."  Yesterday at dawn her 
father sent a young relative o! with two jerry-can-laden donkeys to 
fetch water." At dusk they returned without any.

Some of Yattani's family live in the desert village of Kalacha where, 
thanks to artesian type springs, there's lots of water but no food." 
Others live in Hurri Hills where there's grass for"animals but no water." 
It's all brought in by tanker and paid for dearly."

A few weeks ago Yattani's sister gave birth in Hurri Hills." "Can we give 
a gift?" I asked."  "Water" said Yattani."  During delivery and the days 
following there had only been enough water around to drink."  Water, 
what a baby shower gift!

So this time we've included Yattani and Salome's families as 
beneÞciaries and distribution partners." We're taking rice and beans to 
Marsabit and Kalacha and water to Hurri Hills."  This time Yattani and 
Salome are not distributing food to Somali families while their own go 
without."  This time, blessings from Canada and Christ are coming to 
their homes too.""

TEDDY BEAR’S PICNIC
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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

The invitation came simply enough.  
A man who worked as a stevedore 
foreman with my father handed my 
father a small card.  The card was 
an invitation for my sister and I to 
attend DVBS (Daily Vacation Bible 
School) at Calvary Baptist Church in 
North Sydney.  WeÕd never been to a 
Baptist church before.  In fact, weÕd 
rarely been to any church before (we 
were nominal United Church folks).

We went anyway.  We had fun with 
the outdoor games, cookies and 
Kool-aid and the crafts (a 
matchstick cross, I  think).  
Something else happened that 
week.  We sang songs about Jesus, 
and along the way I learned a verse 
from the Bible Ð John 3:16.  You 
might be familiar with it!

More than all of that, that DVBS 
week started us on a journey that 
would result in all four of us (Mom, 
Dad, my sister and me) becoming 
Òborn-againÓ Christians and being 
baptized.  All from a simple 
invitation.

The Bible too has some examples of 
invitations Ð simply made but with 
profound results.  In John 1, 
Andrew, a Þsherman, responded to 
JesusÕ call to Òfollow HimÓ.  The 
scripture says that he Þrst found his 
brother Simon Peter and told him, 
ÒWe have found the MessiahÓ, and 
he brought Simon Peter to Jesus.  
The rest of Simon PeterÕs story is 
well known.  

In John 4 Jesus talked with a woman 
by a well in Samaria.  He tells her 
that He is the Messiah that everyone 
is looking for.  The scripture says 
that she left her water jar and went 
away into town and told people, 
ÒCome, see a man who told me all 
that I ever did.  Can this be the 
Christ?Ó  People came out from town 
and were coming to Jesus.  A simple 
invitation Ð profound results.

Later in April we will celebrate 
Easter Ð the resurrection of Jesus 
Christ!  There is not a bigger day for 
those who are Christ-followers.  Sin 
and death are no more master over 
us Ð in Christ there is the sure and 
certain hope of eternal life!  Because 
He is raised, we too are raised in 
Him!  Celebrate we will!!

This year, as part of our celebration, 
there is also a great opportunity.  
Many people Ð even those who donÕt 
normally attend Ð love to come to 
church at Easter.  On Sunday, April 
10 th we are going to talk about an 
opportunity for you and I to invite 
someone to celebrate with us on 
Easter Sunday.  We will have 
materials that will be a great help in 
extending an invitation to someone 
you care about Ð someone God has 
put on your heart.  Maybe a family 
member, friend, co-worker, 
neighbour Ð someone who would 
beneÞt from being with us on Easter 
Sunday morning.

In the meantime, please be praying 
that the Lord would point us in the 
right direction and open whatever 
doors and hearts need to be open to 
Ôa simple invitationÕ.
